Mathematics
We follow a Mastery approach to
teaching maths and this term, we will
be focussing on:

- Ratio

- Algebra

- Decimals

- Fractions, decimals and

percentages

- Areq, perimeter and volume

- Stafistics
Science
Earth and Space - children will
explore the earth, moon and sun.
They will look at the order of the
planets and how day/night occur.
Children will study how the planets
and sun move.
Forces - children will learn about
types of forces. They will learn about
the use of mechanisms such as
levers, gears and pulleys, and find
out about Isaac Newton and his
discoveries about gravity.

Computing

Vector Drawing - children will
explore drawing tools and create
their own vector drawings by
combining shapes.

Flat File Databases - children will
use a computer-based database to
group, record and compare data.
French

Playing and Enjoying Sport -
children will learn nouns for sports
and look at the verb ‘jouer’ and
sports connected to this verb. They
will explore adjectives to include
reasons for liking or disliking a sport.
My Best Day Ever — children will learn
nouns for funfair rides, adjectives to
describe the rides and express
opinions about rides and funfairs.
They will use ‘o’clock’ and ‘half past’
and learn phrases to write daily
roufines.

Art

Chinese Art - children will
investigate themes in Chinese
art, experiment with Chinese
calligraphy and replicate
porcelain from the Ming
Dynasty.

Chinese Inventions - children
will consider how Chinese
inventions have shaped the
world. They will design, make
and evaluate kites.

Music

A New Year Carol - by Benjamin
Britten. Children will learn and perform
the song and find out about Britten’s
life and music.

Classroom Jazz 2 - children will focus
on two songs: Bacharach Anorak and
Meet The Blues. They will explore the
style of Jazz music.

RE

What does it mean for Christians to
believe that God is holy and loving? -
children will explore Biblical texts and
Christian ideas of God. They will
consider how Christians put their
beliefs info practice.

Why is the Torah so important to Jewish
people? Children will explore Jewish
beliefs about the Torah and how they
use if. They will reflect upon the
diversity of the Jewish community,
globally and locally.

PE

Following our Complete PE
Scheme, in PE this term, we will be
focussing on basketball and
hockey as invasion games, dance
in gymnastics and orienteering.
